This is first Sunday of August, and it is hard to believe how fast the time
Started to move, after this initial slowdown from the virus.

Next weekend we will celebrate the Sacraments for the RCIA Adults, than the two last Saturday’s of
August, we will celebrate the First Communions for our children and youth.

Yesterday I got 12 boxes of pizza from Joe,
from Villa Pizza in Lindenhurst, who gives us pizza daily at 10pm on closing the pizzeria. He asked me
about two people he needs for work there, and today someone told me about persons, that worked in the
restaurants and now are looking for more work. Hopefully it can work for both parties. It keeps going like
this in all aspects of life.

Tomorrow with Marge I will be interviewing two persons, for the position that she will retire from on
the beginning of October. We are grateful to her for her work and service, as she was working with great
dedication and even volunteering time in many occasions. Hopefully we can find someone to take her place
with same human and professional skills, one that we could afford. In our parish the pay is not commercial
pay, as we are not a wealthy parish. Those who work here, work because they see it as a way to serve the
Lord, and to serve others. As a parish, we can’t compete with commercial business. We are non profit
organization, that serves the spiritual needs of the community itself, with the attention as well for the needs
of the poor in our parish. Hopefully God’s providence will bring to us that right person. We have more
people to interview.

Mateo 14:15-20

En el Evangelio, Jesus recibe cinco panes y dos peces que alguien de entre la multitud
tendria para si mismo o su grupo mas proximo (familia o amigos). La discusion de los
“estudiosos” es s/ esto fue un hecho real (un milagro)o un “simple acto de solidaridad”, le
vamos a dejar a los “especialista” que sigan discerniendo “sobre la inmortalidad del can-
grejo”, nosotros nos vamos a detener en las connotaciones que esto puede tener en el
momento actual, en cuando a nuestro alrededor hay gente que tiene “poco” y a pesar de
ello, viendo a otros que tienen menos se vuelcan en generosidad. La experiencia de los
“seguidores de Jesus” esta llena de momentos en los que la accion de Dios se hace paten-
te, quitemos el hecho de lo que la Iglesia como “institucién” hace (local, nacional o mun-
dialmente), no se esperaria menos de la Iglesia Catélica: “estar atenta a las necesidades
humanas”, de lo contrario no estariamos hablando de aquella fe anunciada en Sgto. 2:26;
leer un hermoso pasaje en el cual la multiplicacion de los peces y panes indirectamente
refieran a la Eucaristia, pero sin entender que mas directamente refiere al “compromiso”
que, desde de nuestras posibilidades, tenemos de solventar las necesidades de pan, cobi-
jo y otras muchas cosas, de los mas desprotegidos que son los privilegiados de Dios (cf.
Mt 25:40), no hablaria bien de nosotros. Sin querer herir sensibilidades, sin el deseo de
quitarle la “enseianza espiritual” que el texto de hoy tiene, a nadie le es desconocido que
“se reza mejor con el estomago satisfecho”, esto tiene sus peligro, como “americans”
muchos estan influenciados por el “estado de bienestar”, y, si eventualmente, ya no pudi-
mos cambiar el carro, comprarnos ropa nueva, obtener el ultimo artilugio de tecnologia,
etc., “ya no vemos a Dios por ningun lado”, y volvemos al nucleo de la cuestion: Dios esta
en los Cielos, “si”, pero también esta en la Tierra, en el “préjimo mas necesitado”, y si aho-
ra tenemos menos, no quiere decir no tengamos suficiente, la vida continua y nuevas posi-
bilidades se abriran.
