DESK
’ ' We are in the Third Week of Ordinary Time and we liturgically
“ consider the beginning of Jesus ministry. It is interesting to see how the
" life of Jesus and John the Baptist were so closely related in their mission
of preparing the coming of the Kingdom of God, that it wasn't so clear to
people who is the anointed One. John prepared the way for Jesus to be manifested to the people and once
his mission is accomplished John is arrested and looses his life for political reasons. We could say that
John’s death was useless and senseless, he could have done much more for Jesus in spreading of the
Good News, but God allowed his loss of life to happen, when John was at the peak of his life and mission.
His austerity of life dedicated to God, left no doubt for people that he was a prophet, but even doing
God'’s will was not a protection for him from tragic death. Humanly we find no explanation for it and it
makes us think of injustice.

Jesus picks up the mission of calling people to conversion right where John has left it. Some of the
disciples of John became the disciples of Jesus who promises to make of them the ‘fisher of men”. At first
the disciples of Jesus didn’t know what it will imply to be the followers of Christ and eventually his
witnesses.

First they had to learn for themselves who Jesus was and what was the purpose of his life, only
than they understood what was their purpose.

Until Jesus coming there was a hope of salvation, but it was not clear what it would be. Jesus
brings clarity to what we are hoping for and brings completion to what the Old Testament was promis-
ing and projecting.

In today’s Second Reading St Paul reminds us that we belong to Christ because it was Christ who
was crucified for us. The whole power of salvation comes from Jesus life, death and resurrection, and the
culmination of it is in the cross of Jesus. As St. Paul tells us, that our salvation doesn’t depend on the
eloquence and wisdom of the preacher “so that the cross of Christ might not be emptied of its meaning”.
The reality of our lives as Christ’s disciples holds this same necessity for personal experience of who
Christ is, so that we understand better what he brings to us, and we may give an appropriate answer
with our life.

“Come after me, and I will make you fishers of men.” Keep coming after Jesus, it is an invitation,
that each one of us needs to hear and answer. Christ did his part to save you and me, now it is in our will
and power to turn ourselves to him in faith and in reality of daily life.

Jesus is the only light of the
world that never sets. All other lights
are temporary, the only light that will
never die is Christ. We are invited to
enjoy and live by this light.

como la vida de Jesus y Juan el Bautista estaban tan estrechamente

relacionados en su mision de preparar la venida del reino de Dios, que no estaba tan
claro para las personas quien es el Ungido. John preparo el camino de Jesus para que se manifestara a
la gente y una vez que se completa su mision , John es arrestado y pierde su vida por razones politicas.
Podriamos decir que la muerte de Juan fue inutil y sin sentido, podria haber hecho mucho mas por Jesus
al difundir las Buenas Nuevas, pero Dios permitido que ocurriera su perdida de vidas, cuando Juan estaba
en la eleccion de su vida y mision .

Su austeridad de vida dedicada a Dios, no solo dejo dudas para la gente de que el era un profeta, pero
incluso hacer la voluntad de Dios no era una proteccidn contra el de la muerte tragica.

Hasta que Jesus vino, habia una esperanza de salvacion, pero no estaba claro que seria. Jesus aporta
claridad a lo que esperamos y completa lo que el Antiguo Testamento prometia y proyectaba.

En la segunda lectura de hoy, San Pablo nos recuerda que pertenecemos a Cristo porque fue Cristo
quien fue criticado por nosotros. Todo el poder de la salvacién proviene de la vida, muerte y resurreccion
de Jesus, y su culminacion esta en la cruz de Jesus. Como nos dice San Pablo, que nuestra salvacion no
depende de la elocuencia y la sabiduria del predicador “para que la cruz de Cristo no se vacie de sus
significado.”

Sigue viniendo después, es una invitacioén, que cada uno
de nosotros necesita escuchar y responder. Cristo hizo su parte para salvarte a tiy a mi, ahora esta en
nuestra voluntad y poder volvernos a el en la fe y en la realidad de la vida diaria.

TERCER DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Domingo tras domingo, afio tras afio (continuacion) ...Jess habia muerto los dias de la Pascua judia. Por
eso, al cabo de un afio, en la siguiente Pascua, seguro que los discipulos recordaron con una especial intensi-
dad lo que habia sucedido aquellos dias. Ellos buenos judos, celebran como sus compatriotas la gran fiesta de
la liberacion de Egipto, pero seguro que lo hacen recordando la novedad que les ha revolucionado sus vidas:
aunque no realicen ninguna conmemoracion especial el recuerdo de la muerte y resurreccion de Jesus lo
tienen presente. Hasta que, al cabo de unos afios -bastantes, seguramente-, alguna de las comunidades
comienza a celebrar, ademas del encuentro de los domingos, un encuentro anual especial los dias de la Pascua
judia para recordar y conmemorar, no ya la liberacion de Egipto, sino la vida nueva de Jests. Y asi nace la
Vigilia Pascual, la primera celebracion de esto que hoy llamamos afio litargico. Esta celebracion cristiana
basica, que cada afio cambia de dia seglin el calendario lunar que seguian los judios (la Pascua es el domingo
siguiente a la primera luna llena de primavera) dard lugar a los dos primeros “tiempos litirgicos”: cincuenta
dias que alargan la fiesta de la Pascua (el tiempo pascual) y cuarenta dias que la preparan (la Cuaresma). Y,
entre medio, se van fijando también conmemoraciones concretas: el Domingo de Ramos, el Jueves Santo, la
Ascension, Pentecostés. A partir del ano 300 comenzamos a tener noticias de otro grupo de celebraciones: las
que giran en torno al nacimiento de Jesus. La primera conocida es una fiesta el 6 de enero que celebra la
manifestacion del Hijo de Dios, una fiesta especialmente relevante en Oriente. Y en el afio 354 aparece, en un
calendario elaborado por el caligrafo romano Dionisio Fildcalo, esta anotacion: “25 de diciembre: Nacimien-
to del Sol Invicto. Nace Cristo en Belén de Judd”. El 25 de diciembre era la fiesta romana del nacimiento del
sol, cuando el sol vence la oscuridad y los dias comienzan a largarse: en este dia, los cristianos comenzaron a
celebrar el nacimiento del sol verdadero, Jesus.
