Dear Sisters and Brothers,

HAPPY EASTER !!! Happy Easter to everyone !!! CHRIST IS RISEN!!! - TRULY IS RISEN !!!
ALLELUIA !!! ALLELUIA!!!

The Celebration of Jesus’ Resurrection is the greatest feast in the Christian World. It is the event of Jesus’
resurrection, that shows his power over life and death. It is something that nobody else: no Buda, nor Mohamed, nor Krishna,
nor any other prophet or guru can claim. No other human person has power over life and death for himself and for others,
except Christ. He conquered the worst enemy of humanity, the Death itself. Not only that, Jesus reveals to us the gift of eternal
life for all who believe in him. As He rose from the dead, so He promises resurrection to all who follow him. Life forever in
heaven in union with Christ Jesus, God the Father, and the Holy Spirit. This is going to be the beatific vision of the mystery of
the Blessed Trinity and all glory of God’s creation, past, present and future. In God it’s all one. Saints would often be given
some taste of heaven while here on earth, but most of us will have to wait until after our death to experience the glory of
Heaven.

Christ is the only Savior of the world and of every human being. Christ is the only one to forgive our sins, since he laid
his life for the forgiveness of all sins. Jesus’s Resurrection is preceded by: Holy Thursday and institution of the Holy Eucharist,
than Good Friday by laying down his life for us on the cross, and laying in the tomb for three days.

DFETCE OF THE BISEOP
Dear Friends:

As we celebrate Holy Week, the Easter Vigil, Easter Sunday, Divine Mercy Sunday and, indeed,
the entire Easter Season on Long Island, we remember the power of the Risen Christ so
eloquently captured in the Resurrection narratives of the four Gospels.

These Resurrection accounts put us in the presence of the Risen Lord and open us up to his
power. These narratives reveal the Risen Christ’s glorified wounds.

The light that streams from the glorified wounds of the Risen Jesus touch the wounds of the
Church, the wounds of survivors of clergy scxual abuse, the wounds of our families and the
wounds of the hurman family.

The power of the Risen Christ rolls back the stones of spiritual inertia and lukewarmness from
our hearts, so that we can embrace a new and compelling spiritual vitality and commitment to
advance dramatic missionary growth on Long Island and beyond.

It is my role as your Bishop, as your successor to the Apostles on Long Island, and as your
servant, to be a teacher of prayer. Every Pastoral Letter, every Catholic Faith Network
Encounter program, every YouTube video, and every Twitter message [ share with you, is
designed to open us all to a deeper spirit of prayer, holiness and evangelization.

In my 2019 Lenten Letter, www.bishopbavreslentletter2819.0rg, Encounter program link:
hitpsy//voutube/AY wYWE3b90 I asked us all to recommit ourselves to being deeply biblical
Catholics who embrace daily lectio divina, the prayerful, daily reading and praying of Sacred
Scripture.

In this 2019 Easter Letter, I am asking all of us to recommit to a period of daily silent mental
prayer, a simple, heart to heart conversation with God. St. John Vianney, the holy Curé of Ars
and patron saint of all Catholic priests, wrote: “Prayer is nothing but union with God. When one
has a heart that is pure and united with God, he is given a kind of serenity and sweetness that
makes him ecstatic, a light that surrounds him with marvelous brightness.”

In our current noise-addicted and social-media addicted culture, it can seem almost impossible to
commit to a serious period of silence and mental prayer each day.

In the past, we may have tried to be faithful and consistent to mental prayer but found we could

not sustain it. We may have given up or become so discouraged that we no longer believe that
we could ever be serious about mental prayer.

Father Walter Ciszek, S.J. (1904-1984), was a Polish-American Jesuit pricst who was imprisoned
for more than twenty years for doing missionary work in the Soviet Union. Ilis cause for
canonization is currently underway m Rotne,

Father Ciszek wrote a memoir of hig spiritual joumey in which he explains how prayer saved
him through his years in prison, in solitary confinement, and even in the Gulag. In the book He
Leadeth Me, he makes the connection between deep faith and deep prayer: “We cannot pray as if
we were talking to the empty air; so in the very act of praying we unconsciously remind
oursclves of the reality and the presence of God, thereby strengthening our belief in him ...
Without faith, our lives are just so many empty and boring routines, hollow at the core, as day
succeeds day with little sense of meaning or feeling of accomplishment. With faith, however,
even the most boring and routine action of every day has merit and significance for us —and for
the kingdom of God.”

And so, each Easter, we all together humble ourselves and begin again. The power of the Risen
Christ allows us a new beginning and opcns us up to new vistas of conversion and spiritual
growth.

St. Peter of Alcantara (1499-1562) was a Spanish Franciscan [riar who lived in the 1500°s and
was a master of spirituality. Consider what this great saint said about how mental prayer
transforms our lives: *“In mental prayer the soul is purified from its sins, nourished with charity,
confirmed in faith, and strengthened in hope; the mind expands, the affections dilate, the heart is
purified, truth becomes evident; temptation is conquered, sadness dispelled; the senses are
renovated; drooping powers revive; tepidity ceascs; the rust of vices disappears. Out of mental
prayer issues forth, like living sparks, those desires of heaven which the soul conceives when
inflamed with the fire of divinc love. Sublime is the excellence of mental prayer, great are its
privileges; to mental prayer heaven is opened; to mental prayer heavenly secrets are manitested
and the ear of God ever attentive.”

This Easter, may the power of the Risen Christ and the Gospel Resurrection narmratives open us to
the Holy Spirit expanding the height, depth and breadth of our daily mental praycr and our
capacity for contemplative concentration.

May each one of us embrace our call as baptized Catholic Christians to not only pray at a deep
level owsselves, but also to teach others to pray as well.

May the Holy Spirit continue to raise up contemplative missionary saints on Long Island!

Ki padre Ciszek escribid una memoria de su viaje espiritual en la que explica cdmo la oracion lo
salvo a través de sus afios en prision, en confinamiento solitario e inchiso en ¢l Gulag. En ¢l libro
El Me Guid, establece la conexidn enire fa fe profunda y la oracidn profunda; “No podemos orar
como 81 cstuvidramos hablando al aire vacio; en el acto mismo de orar nos recordamos
inconscientemente de la realidad v la presencia de Dios, fortaleciendo asi nuestra creencia en
El... Sin fe, nuestras vidas son rulinas vacias y aburridas, huecas en su esencia, a medida que al
dia sucede otro dia, con poco sentido o sentimiento de logro. Sin embargo, con la fe, incluso la
accion mas aburrida y rutinaria de cada dia tiene mérito y significado para nosotros, y para el
reino de Dios".

The Trump administration is stopping the jailing of families who illegally cross the U.S.- Mexico
. border into Texas’ Rio Grande Valley. Hundreds of families caught each day in the area are being

5 8 forcement for potentially longer detention. While this does have political overtones, there are thou-
Charltles sands of human souls being affected and who need our care. This rapid release of migrants is di-
rectly impacting our Catholic Charities agencies along th border and will continue to do so for the
US A . foreseeable future. Our agency in McAllen, Texas has been told they may receive anywhere be-
tween 900-1000 people a day; Catholic Charities in Laredo reports that they may expect nearly 300
a day, with more  expected migrants are transported from other Points of Entry to Laredo; the
diocese of El Paso is receiving close to 1000 per day; Galveston/Houston Catholic Charities is re-
ceiving people form our border agencies in large numbers, as well. The other Catholic Charities agencies along the border are brac-
ing for an influx that are exceeding our capacity.

Our border Catholic Charities agencies need help to assist these individuals and families coming across the border. Catholic Chari-
ties USA is deploying as many staff as possible from other Catholic Charities agencies around the country, but that is still not ade-
quate to the need. We are relying on Miles4Migrants to secure transportation for many of these newcomers to their temporary or
final destination in the US, pending their adjudication hearings. If there are women religious who are able to volunteer to help
where needed, please contact Kristan Schlichte at CCUSA.

Additionally, some families do not have a willing sponsor. Therefore, there may be a need for persons or congregations to sponsor
an individual or family until their cases have been adjudicated. If you or your community/parish/church would be interested in mak-
ing yourself available as a sponsor or even to provide temporary housing, contact Kristan (KSchlichte@CatholicCharitiesUSA.org
at 703-236-6240. We will coordinate with Catholic Charities agencies along the border and assist in facilitating this process.
