I am writing this article today from Warsaw on our first day of our ! DESK
pilgrimage to Poland. So far if’s wonderful, we did not loose anyone yet, -

though I have to keep track of some of our 30 pilgrims. We have seen some
Warsaw old town with “Mermaid” a symbol of the City of Warsaw, and we
have eaten some good polish food and drank some real Poland Spring
water. Sounds familiar ?

Warsaw is a third capital of Poland since 1596, after Gniezno
established in 940 where in 966 Polish king Mieszko, I received the Bap-
tism for whole Poland on Easter Saturday, and Krakow a second capital of
Poland since 1039, both places that we will see in coming days. Visiting the Cathedral of St. John the Baptist
that was first built in 1370 we realized how old are some of the pieces of architecture here. That cathedral
was greatly destroyed in World War II, but rebuild with great diligence. Warsaw was greatly damaged
during WW II with destruction of 80 percent of the City.

Tomorrow we will see Niepokalanow, a City of the Immaculate, founded by St Maximilian Kolbe, a
Franciscan Friar, who went as far as Japan to establish a similar city close to Nagasaki, a place that survived
the Nuclear bombing, given it had the cover of the mountain where other side took the hit, and of the Blessed
Mother who protected it. As we progress on our pilgrimage, we will visit the Auschwitz Concentration Camp
where St Maximilian was killed by deadly injection after two weeks of starvation in imprisonment cell, after
he volunteered to give his life for another camp prisoner.

Then we will go north to Baltic Sea to Gdansk, a City where “SOLIDARITY” a polish uprising
against communism was born. That is a place where as well the Second World War began at 4:48am on
September 1. 1939, where Germans fired first shots at place called Westerplatte from their navy ships, after
they started invasion of Poland by Air Force few minutes earlier.

We keep remembering you all, and we pray for you in all those beautiful, historical and holy places.
We will see Black Madonna, and we plan to participate in procession of Assumption of the Blessed Mother
to heaven in town close to John Paul 11 birth place Wadowice. We plan to visit Divine Mercy Shrine where
St. Faustina is buried. We will celebrate Masses in some historical places and even in Salt Mine of Wieliczka
over 300 feet under ground.

For the rest of the experiences you will have to ask the pilgrims themselves after our return, or see
what they put on Facebook.

The Gospel of this Sunday speaks about the fire of
faith, that fire we can see here looking at the
history, and I hope we can see it in daily life too here in
Poland and in Brentwood as well. Let the fire of
Holy Spirit keep transforming us from within with its
mercy and love !!!

Mientras escribo este articulo desde Varsovia en nuestro primer dia de peregrinacién a FR( 17\‘; THE 7" ‘
PAST@GR’S
DESK

Polonia, hasta este momento es maravilloso, todavia no hemos perdido a nadie, aunque tengo que
seguir la pista de algunos de nuestros 30 peregrinos. Hemos visto una parte de la antigua cuidad de
Varsovia con el simbolo de la cuidad que es una “Sirena” hemos comido muy buena comida polaca
y bebido agua de manantial real de Polonia. Suena Familiar?

Varsovia es la tercera capital de Polonia desde 1596, después de que Gniezno se estable-
ciera en 940, donde en 966 el rey polaco Mieszko fue bautizado en representacién de toda Polonia

el Sabado de Pascua, y Cracovia, es la segunda capital de Polonia desde 1039, visitaremos ambos
lugares en los proximos dias. Al visitar la Catedral de San Juan Bautista que se construyo por prime-
ra vez en 1370, nos dimos cuenta de la antigliedad de algunas de las piezas arquitecténica que se encuentran aqui. Esta catedral
fue destruida en gran parte durante la Segunda Guerra Mundial, pero la reconstruyeron con gran diligencia. Varsovia sufrio grandes
dafios durante la Segunda Guerra Mundial con la destruccion de un 80% de la cuidad.

Mafana veremos a Niepokalanow, la cuidad de la Inmaculada, fundada por San Maximiliano Kolbe, un fraile Franciscano,
que llego hasta el Japén para establecer una cuidad similar cerca de Nagasaki, un lugar que sobrevivié la bomba nuclear, dado que
la montaiia la cubria y el otro lado fue que recibi6 el golpe, y la Santisima Madre que la protegié. A medida que avanzamos en
nuestra peregrinacion , visitaremos el campo de concentracién de Auschwitz, donde St. Maximiliano fue asesinado con una inyec-
cion letal después de pasar dos semanas de inanicién en su celda de la prisién , después de que voluntariamente cediera su vida
por otro prisionero del campo de concentracion

Luego viajaremos al Norte hacia el Mar Baltico hasta Gdansk, que es la cuidad donde nacié el movimiento
“SOLIDARIDAD” que fue un levantamiento polaco en contra del sistema comunista. También en esta cuidad fue donde comenzé la
Segunda Guerra Mundial a la 4:48 am un primero de Septiembre del 1939, donde los alemanes dispararon por primera vez desde
sus barcos a un lugar llamado Westerplatte después la invasién a Polonia continuo con la Fuerza Aérea unos minutos antes.
Seguimos recordandolos a todos, y orando por todos ustedes en todos estos hermosos lugares, histéricos y sagrados. También
veremos la imagen de la Virgen Negray planeamos participar en la procesion de la Asuncion de la Santisima Madre al cielo en
una cuidad cercana de Wadowice el lugar de nacimiento de Juan Pablo Il. Planeamos visitar el Santuario de la Divina Misericordia
donde esta sepultada Santa Faustina. Celebraremos misas en algunos lugares histéricos e incluso en la mina de Sal de Wieliczka a
uno 300 pies bajo tierra.

Para saber mas de esta experiencias, tendra que preguntarles a los peregrinos cuando regresen del viaje, o ver los que
ellos estan poniendo en sus cuenta de Facebook.

El Evangelio de este Domingo habla sobre el fuego de la fe, ese fuego que podemos ver aqui mirando la historia y
también espero que podamos verlo en la vida diaria en Polonia y en Brentwood. jQue el fuego del Espiritu Santo siga transforman-

donos desde adentro con su misericordia y amor!

La imagen refiere a una curiosa reflexion hecha por Monsefior Romero en su Homilia
del 8 de julio de 1979. En esa oportunidad dijo “debemos ser el micréfono de Dios”, todo bauti-
zado est4 llamado a ejercer su funcion profética, pues donde hay un “cristiano ahi esta la Igle-
sia”. Ser “micréfono de Dios” va mas alla de entonar cantos en el Templo (ojala al menos eso
hiciéramos, y no dejamos solo al Coro en la misa dominical), mas bien, refiere al hecho de
anunciar y defender los valores del Reino de Dios que estan en oposicion a los antivalores pro-
movidos por el mundo. Seamos, entonces, “un micréfono de Dios”. S. Oscar Romero, ruega por
nosotros.
