NN B W Dear Sisters and Brothers,
DESK 7 After the feast of the Baptism of the Lord, we are now in Ordinary Time in
‘ W the Liturgical Year that started with Advent, and now after Christmas Season it will
' continue until Ash Wednesday, that marks the beginning of Lent. Lent starts for-
- ty six days before Easter, that celebrates the day of the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
- Easter it is a moveable feast which means that it does not occur on the same date
every year. Faster is calculated based on the phases of the moon and the coming of spring. Deter-
mining the date of Easter in 325 A.D, the Council of Nicaea established a formula for the date of Easter as the Sunday
following the paschal full moon, which is the full moon that falls on or after the spring equinox. In practice, that means
that Easter is always the first Sunday after the first full moon that falls on or after March 21. Easter can occur as early as
March 22 and as late as April 25, depending on when the paschal filll moon occurs.

The Council of Nicaea decided that Easter must always occur on a Sunday because Sunday was the day on
which Christ rose from the dead. But why is the paschal full moon used to determine the date of Easter? The answer
comes from the Jewish calendar. The Aramaic word "paschal” means "pass over,” which is a reference to the Jewish
holiday.

Passover fell on the date of the paschal full moon in the Jewish calendar. Jesus Christ was Jewish. His Last Sup-
per with his disciples was a Passover meal. It is now called Holy Thursday by Christians and is the Thursday immediate-
ly before Easter Sunday. Therefore, the very first Easter Sunday was the Sunday after Passover. Many Christians erro-
neously believe that the date of Easter is currently determined by the date of Passover, and so they are surprised when
Western Christians sometimes celebrated Easter before the Jewish celebration of Passover.

The paschal full moon can fall on difterent days in different time zones, which can present a problem when
calculating the date of Easter. If people in different time zones were to calculate the date of Easter depending on when
they observed the paschal full moon, then that would mean that the date of Easter would be different depending on
which time zone they lived in. For that reason, the church does not use the exact date of the paschal full moon but an
approximation.

For calculation purposes, the full moon is always set on the 14th day of the lunar month. The lunar month be-
gins with the new moon. For the same reason, the church sets the date of the spring equinox at March 21, even though
the actual vernal equinox can occur on March 20. These two approximations allow the church to set a universal date
for Easter, regardless of when you observe the paschal filll moon in your time zone.

Easter is not always celebrated universally by all Christians on the same date. Western Christians, including the
Roman Catholic church and Protestant denominations, calculate the date of Easter by using the Gregorian calendar,
which is a more astronomically precise calendar that's used throughout the West today in both the secular and
religious worlds.

Eastern Orthodox Christians, such as the Greek and Russian Orthodox Christians, continue to use the older Jul-
Ian calendar to calculate the date of Easter. The Orthodox Church uses the exact same formula established by the Coun-
cil of Nicaea for determining the date of Easter only with a different calendar. Because of the date differences on the
Julian calendar, the Eastern Orthodox celebration of Easter always occurs after the Jewish celebration of Passover.
erroneously, Orthodox believers may think their Easter date is tied to Passover, but it isn't.

The Council of Nicaea set up a formula for calculating the date of Easter to separate the Christian celebration of
Christ’s Resurrection from the Jewish celebration of Passover. While Easter and Passover were related

historically—the Council of Nicaea ruled that because Christ is symbolically the sacrificial Passover lamb, the
holiday of Passover no longer has theological significance for Christians. With this explanation we are set as
far as Faster.

In the Gospel of this Sunday John the Baptist gives us this indication: “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away
the sin of the world “, the statement that is prayed by us at every Mass before we receive Holy Communion. Saint John
encourages his disciples to follow Christ and he encourages us to do the same. We just have seen the wonder of his
birth and now he is waiting for our response. Will you follow him??? The choice is yours.

Ceniza, que marca el comienzo de la Cuaresma comienza cuarenta y seis dias antes de Pascua, que

celebra el dia de la resurreccion de Jesucristo. Pascua es una fiesta movil, lo que significa que no

ocurre en la misma fecha todos los afios. La Pascua se calcula en funcion de la fases de la lunay la

llegada de la Primavera. Al determinar la fecha de Pascua en 323 D.C., el Concilio de Nicea establecido una formula para
la Pascua como el Domingo siguiente a la luna llena Pascual, que es la luna llena que cae en el equinoccio de primavera o después. En la practi-
ca, eso significa que la Pascua es siempre el primer Domingo después de la primera luna llena que cae el 21 de Marzo o después. La Pascua
puede ocurrir tan pronto como el 22 de Marzo y tan tarde como el 25 de Abril, dependiendo de cuando ocurra la luna llena Pascual.

El Concilio de Nicea decidio que la Pascua siempre debe ocurrir un Domingo porque el Domingo fue el dia en que Cristo resucito de entre los
muertos. Pero, ;Por qué se usa la luna llena Pascual para determinar la fecha de Pascua? La respuesta viene del calendario Judio. La palabra
Aramea “pascual” significa “pasar”, que es una referencia a la festividad Judia.

La Pascua cayo en la fecha de la luna llena pascual en el calendario Judio. Jesucristo era Judio. Su ultima cena con sus discipulos fue una cena
de Pascua. Ahora los Cristianos lo llaman Jueves Santo y es el Jueves inmediatamente anterior al Domingo de Pascua. Por lo tanto, el primer
Domingo después de la Pascua. Muchos Cristianos creen erréneamente que la fecha de Pascua esta determinada actualmente por la fecha de la
Pascua, por lo que se sorprenden cuando los Cristianos occidentales a veces celebran la Pascua antes de la celebracién Pascual Judia.

La luna llena pascual puede caer en diferentes dias en diferentes horas, lo que puede presentar un problema al calcular la fecha de Pascua. Si las
personas en diferentes zona de tiempo calcularan la fecha de Pascua dependiendo de cuando observaron la luna llena pascual, eso significaria
que la fecha de Pascua seria diferente dependiendo de la zona de tiempo en la que viven. Por esa razén la Iglesia no usa la fecha exacta de la
luna llena pascual sino una aproximacion .

Para fines de calculo, la luna llena siempre se establece el di 14 del mes lunar. Le mes lunar comienza con la luna nueva. Por la misma razén , la
iglesia establece la fecha del equinoccio de Primavera el 21 de Marzo, a pesar de que el equinoccio vernal real puede ocurrir el 20 de Marzo.
Estas dos aproximaciones permiten que la iglesia establezca una fecha universal para la Pascua, independientemente de cuando se observe la
luna llena en tu zona de tiempo.

La Pascua no siempre es celebrada universalmente por todos los Cristianos en la misma fecha. Los Cristianos Occidentales, incluida la Iglesia
Catdlica Romana y las denominaciones Protestantes, calculan la fecha de Pascua utilizando el calendario Gregoriano, que es un calendario
astrondmicamente mas preciso que se usa hoy en todo Occidente tanto en mundo secular como religioso.

Los Cristianos Ortodoxos Orientales, como los Cristianos Ortodoxos Griegos y Ruso, contintian usando el antiguo calendario Juliano para calcular
la fecha de Pascua. La Iglesia Ortodoxa usa exactamente la misma formula establecida por el Concilio de Nicea para determinar la fecha de
Pascua solo con un calendario diferente. Debido a la diferencia de fechas en el calendario Juliano, la celebracién Ortodoxa Oriental de la Pascua
siempre ocurre después de la celebracion Judia Pascual. Erréneamente, los creyentes Ortodoxos pueden pensar que su fecha de Pascua esta
ligada a la Pascua, pero no lo es.

El Concilio de Nicea establecido una formula para calcular la fecha de Pascua para separar la celebracién Cristiana de la resurreccion de Cristo de
la celebracién de Pascua Judia. Mientras que la Pascua Cristiana y la Pascua Judia, estaban relacionadas histéricamente, el Concilio de Nicea
dictamino que debido a que Cristo es simbdlicamente el Cordero sacrificial de la Pascua, la fiesta de la Pascua ya no tiene un significado teologi-
co para los Cristianos. Con esta explicacion estamos listos hasta la Pascua.

En el Evangelio de este Domingo, Juan el Bautista nos da esta indicacion: “He aqui, el Cordero de Dios, que quita el pecado del mundo”, la decla-
racién que oramos en cada Misa antes de recibir la Sagrada Comunién. San Juan anima a sus discipulos a seguir a Cristo y nos anima a hacer lo
mismo. Acabamos de ver la maravilla de su nacimiento y ahora esta esperando nuestra respuesta. ¢ Lo seguira? La decision es tuya.

Is 49:3,5-6 Sal 39:2,4-10 1 Cor 1:1-3  Jn 1:29-34
Domingo tras domingo, afio tras afio. Los discipulos, dias después de la muerte de Jests, y movidos por la
experiencia de la resurreccion, se habrian ido reagrupando. Y habian sentido en su interior una fuerza nueva,
un Espiritu nuevo. Se veian capaces de decir que llevaban dentro el mismo Espiritu de Jests. Y se encontra-
ban juntos muy a menudo, y se habian ido acostumbrando a reunirse, sobre todo en primer dia de la semana,
el dia siguiente al sabado, aquel dia que pronto se conoceria con el nombre del “dia del Sefior”, que después
en latin se tradujo como dominicus, domingo. Se encontraban aquel dia, el dia aniversario semanal de la ex-
periencia de la resurreccion, y explicaban las historias de Jesus, y repetian el gesto que les habia dejado antes
de morir: el pan y el vino puesto sobre la mesa, la oracion de accion de gracias, la repeticion de aquellas pala-
bras imborrables: Este es mi cuerpo, este es el caliz de mi sangre, hagan esto en memoria mia.

Y un domingo, y otro domingo, y otro domingo. Alli, en la reunién del domingo, se iba forjando la comuni-
dad de los creyentes de Jesus, los seguidores de Jests. Alli lo experimentaban presente, alli se sentian empu-
jados a extender la Buena Noticia que les habia cambiado el corazén y la vida. El evangelio de Juan (20:19-

29) nos lo escenifica con toda viveza cuando nos explica que, el domingo de Pascua, Jesus se hace presente
en medio de los suyos, y Tomas, que no estaba, necesita esperar al siguiente domingo para encontrarlo: por-

que el lugar fundamental de la presencia del Sefior es la reunion del domingo.

El domingo no era dia festivo, en aquella época. Y por eso, la reunion se tenia que realizar tarde, cuando todo
el mundo ya habia acabado de trabajar, habia suefio, y alguien medio dormido podia llegar a caerse desde lo
alto de la ventana... (Hechos 20:7-12). Peor, a pesar de las dificultades, no dejaron nunca de hacer aquella
reunion, y desde entonces hasta ahora, la Eucaristia del domingo es el punto de referencia basico de
la comunidad cristiana.

Pronto, sin embargo, aquellos cristianos del comienzo no tuvieron bastante con aquella fiesta semanal para
celebrar la vida nueva de Jesus. No tuvieron bastante con esta Pascua semanal.
