‘ : The Gospel of this Sunday tells us one of the most
‘ beautiful parables about our present and future life. The story of
' poor Lazarus and the rich man gives us glimpse into the

understanding and vision of life, that sometimes presents us with
big contrasts and even contradictions to the human mind.

Who of us doesn'’t feel great sympathy for Lazarus in this life and doesn’t see great dignity of his reward of
eternal blessedness in heaven, yet we may keep safe distance in desiring to be like Lazarus in this life. It scares us
to be poor and sick and it makes us feel small and insignificant and kind of unimportant and maybe even forgotten.

The rich man seems to be blessed in this life and totally lost and confused in the future life. Apparently he
was commending things of this life, using all of the blessings to selfish self gratification and pompous life ignoring
the existence of Lazarus. He seemed to himself to be an important person in this life, and he was thinking that
Lazarus could be his service man in heaven, but he forgot how he ignored, unconsidered and distanced himself
from Lazarus in first life. He thought he preserved his status of commending others even in heaven. He awakes to
the reality of suffering, pain and discomfort only because it became his portion in eternal life and only than he calls
on Father Abraham to give him relief and help in his misery.

Why didn’t he became friends with Lazarus in first life??? Lazarus wasn’t a threat to his life of wealth, he
desired only the scraps from the table of the rich man and some compassion for his pain and suffering, that he was
able to receive from the dogs, but not from the rich man. The rich man had a life of opportunities to notice,
recognize and serve the needs of Lazarus that were minimal, but he choose not to get involved. His whole life he
only catered to himself living a life disconnected from others and from God. He remembers about Abraham only
because he needs him. Only pain and discomfort awakens him to the reality of God and the reality of others.

This parable explains to us how much this life is connected to eternal life, how heaven depends on earth
and on what we do here. How we can be sharing in other people’s lives and easing their conditions and troubles by
offering our help and compassion, by noticing and recognizing others as our brothers and sisters before God.
Seeing our equality and working for advancement of all is not so difficult. It can be our way of life if we choose to be
involved, if we choose to serve, if we recognize our equality before God. Than our pain is going to be eased when
our turn to suffer will come, than our discomfort is going to be served by others. Than our death to ourselves will
be turned into a happy life in heaven with Christ and with others and with Abraham whose counsels we will put in
practice in this life.

So let us not ignore others, let us not ignore God, let us not ignore the opportunities to serve and to prove
that we are the children of Abraham in this life, so that this same would be our share in heaven.

Lord we thank you for your blessings, your kindness and your mercy. Please help us to understand the
connection between heaven and earth, between this life and next. Help us to use the blessings you give us to
advancement of others. Lord help us to understand the meaning of suffering and pain so that we would help others
to getrelief from it, and teach us how to turn to you in our suffering and vulnerability so that it would not separate
us from you nor from others.

La S.E. en general (AT y NT) es constante en repetirnos del obstdculo que son los bienes
materiales para la consecucion de los bienes eternos, y no es que el dinero sea malo en si
mismo, lo hace dariino es el mal uso que hacemos de éste (...con el dinero, tan lleno de
injusticias, ganense amigos qué, cuando ustedes mueran, los reciban en el cielo...cf. Lc 16,9);
el Evangelio, este domingo, ‘vuelve al ataque con patada al pecho y con llave técnica al mero
estilo del Santo (el de la lucha libre)’, dice: “...sucedio que murio el mendigo y los angeles lo
llevaron al seno de Abraham (cielo); murio también el rico y fue al lugar de castigo (;!)”, cf.
Lc 16,22-23; para cerrar esta breve reflexion viene ‘como anillo al dedo’ el texto de St 2,14: la
fe sin obras, es obra muerta...no esperemos hacer en el mas alld, lo que estaba mandado para
el mas aca.

Estamos en U.S. y pues, que le vamos hacer, ‘al lugar donde fueres has lo que vieres’, llega
Halloween, de ésta “folklorica celebracion secular al mejor estilo made in U.S.A.”, podriamos
decir tiene similitud al culto dado a la “Santa Muerte” que se celebra en México (v por efecto
domino, en otros paises), no voy a extenderme pues no hay espacio para ello, solo recomendar
en uno y otro caso, corresponde a los cristianos dar culto al mundo espiritual (angélico) y
dotar de sentido al hecho de la muerte (el santo de Asis decia de la misma: ‘la hermana
muerte’).

Para concluir, algo de historia, el 31 de octubre 1517 tuvo lugar la llamada Reforma
protestante, conmemoracion dolorosa por la cual el mundo cristiano se vio fraccionado™® y que
bien se puede comparar con la ambigiiedad de las celebraciones arriba citadas, muchas veces
las cosas responden a oscuros intereses (uno de ellos es el dinero, otro, la ignorancia), hay que
estar atentos.
