ear Sisters and Brothers,

On this beautzful Feast of Corpus Christi, we are grateful to the
ord for the opening of the Churches with the btgger numbers in
attendance. Twenty five percent for our church is 300 persons, as our
seating capacity is 1200, so with social distancing it will be for us to

occupy every third bench. Hopefully soon we will come to greater
capacity. This means as well, that as for English and Haitian communities they can come with all their
members because normally those Masses didn’t have more attendance than 300 persons. For Spanish
Masses we need to find a solution to shift the attendance possibly to another time Mass. What would work
better for the Spanish community, to have a extra Mass at 3:00pm or at 6:00pm on Sunday???

It is good, that on the Feast of the Body and Blood of Jesus we are preoccupied with how to make
Mass more accessible to more people. As the Bible says: man lives not by bread alone, but by every word
that comes from the mouth of God. We are aware of it so much more today than before the pandemic. We
know that one could be capable of eating, but if one can not breathe, as were people with corona virus,
where even the respirators didn’t help, or chocked by police as Mr. Floyd was, than it could be a matter of
minutes before one dies. We know that every breath we take it is a gift from God, and God’s word has
power to give life.

It is beautiful, because in Eucharist, the Word of God, which is Jesus himself becomes flesh,
becomes the body, that he gives us to eat in order to have eternal life. It is the power of God’s word and our
faith in the truth of God’s word, that come together responding to the desire and need of our human soul to
find fulfillment and happiness, that would not be destroyed by death. God comes towards us to nourish our
souls, our spirits, our bodies with the food of the angels, food that will bring us to eternal life. How power-
ful is the transformation that Jesus makes to the bread and wine offered in his name, and ultimately to us
through it. Through the power of his word, he helps us to be transformed from temporary and mortal
beings into eternal and immortal partners with Him.

Jesus is amazing in doing that, in giving us the best that we could imagine. Heaven is the best place
to be, and the glory of heaven is never ending, it is something to long for, to look forward.

Imagine if we could make trips to heaven while here on earth, do you think we would want to come
back??? Imagine if you could retire while you are still healthy and not old to travel, and to enjoy all things
of life without having to sweat for it, would you hesitate to take it??? Imagine if you were given an

opportunity to be able to provide all that you and your loved ones need, without ever having to go through
illness or death 2??

In the reality of everyday life, we are given the opportunity to make heavenly things happen to us
and to others, by sharing our faith and our lives. As a Pastor I am given the opportunity to see this
manifestation of Jesus love in the community of our parish. I see the best of people coming to manifest
itself more then ever, because of the circumstances of extra effort, and extra sacrifices, even extra risks,
that continue to bring goodness and love to everyday life of our community.

This is what the pandemic teaches me, to find and seek the best of others. And I hope we continue to
persevere in it, even as we get out of crisis situation. In fact, our parish and surrounding community was
always caring about our own and our neighbors. I find it very inspiring to witness our community striving
to live the Gospel, striving to serve, striving to share with the needy. It is putting into practice what we have
received from Jesus, it is constant sharing of life and of love in everyday situations. It is a constant Feast of
Corpus Christi, taking care of the Eucharistic Body of Jesus, or taking care of Mystical Body the Church,
that is each and every person that comes our way.

Let us protest against violence by doing the good things that we do daily, by taking care of our
community and every person that comes our way.

You can’t fight violence with violence, as it will escalate to war. We fight violence with kindness as
Jesus did. Anything else is contrary to the Gospel.

Next Sunday we will celebrate Father’s Day. Let’s bring the best of our hearts to this and every
celebration. Let’s try to love one another as Jesus loves us.
