Sixth Sunday Ordinary Time
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

As we listen to the readings of this Sunday, we are encouraged to keep our trust and focus on the Lord. Not to be self
-centered and focused on oneself, neither to be totally focused on others, but to be above all mindful of the Lord.

It is the Lord who is always with us, who knows everything about us, and he knows all that we are going through. It is
the Lord who lowered himself to be able to walk with us, and on the end of the pilgrimage of life, it is He, who will take us
to heaven.

Jesus loves and saves everyone, his sacrifice is complete, and now is the time for us to enjoy the fruits of his sacrifice.
It means, we want to live our life as his friends who accepted his gift of life. We want to be ready to offer our lives back to
him, for him to direct them for the best that we can be for God, for ourselves, and for others.

As Saint Paul said: “it is no longer |, but Christ who lives in me. “Mindful of the gift of salvation, nothing should
become bigger than our friendship with Christ. This is why the Beatitudes in the Gospel, urge us to be committed to the
cause of salvation for everyone. Our involvement in seeking the truth and justice for all, will help us to be in proper
relationship to the Lord, to others and to ourselves. Beatitudes are for everyone. They present the heavenly perspective
on life, and will help us to stay within the proclamation of the Gospel, with Jesus as guide and the goal of all our doings.

As Saint Paul said in the letter to Corinthians: “If for this life only we have hoped in Christ, we are the most pitiable
people of all. “Our hope from Christ cannot limit itself to this life, it has to be concerning more our resurrection and eternal
life with Christ. In this life, we will have to take on some hardship for our own salvation and for the salvation of others. If
we join Jesus in his mission of salvation, we will always experience some hardships and challenges, but for the sake of
the Lord, it is worthy. We will work for him, with Him and through Him, and we will never be totally satisfied, until we will
know that all are saved.

Since that will never be accomplished in our personal lifetime, this is why there is the need for us, to take up the cross
and follow Christ. This is why “Blessed” are the people who accept the challenge of the call, and keep extending their life
towards God and towards the neighbor.

At the end of Beatitudes, Jesus gives warning to those who are self-satisfied, self-content, self-sufficient, self-serving,
self-centered; since that implies ignoring the troubles of others, their sufferings, their pains, their crosses. The person
belonging to Christ, has to live in solidarity with others. The person that is a friend of Jesus, has to be friend of; the poor,
the suffering and the needy. As Jesus is not going to rest until his lost sheep are found, so it is with those who follow
Jesus, they will share in his preoccupation and they will make themselves disponible for the accomplishment of his
mission.

This is why first reading warns us, not to place our total trust in other human beings, but in God himself. Salvation
comes only from the Lord. In other human beings, we are only companions to each other on the way to God, on the way
to heaven. Jesus is the guide and the only Savior.

How often we are hurt, because of our disappointment with others? God will never disappoint us, and only to Him, do
we owe our soul and our existence, our reverence and adoration, our everything.

Let us be on our way to participate in the Beatitudes by making ourselves of service to the Gospel. Serving the Lord
by serving the Church, serving our community in some capacity, according to our talents, needs and possibilities. Whom
should | send? said the Lord. Here | am, send me!, said Isaiah. Are you offering your dispensability to the Lord? Or are
you looking for the Lord to fulfill your plans? It is the Lord who saves. It is the Lord who lives forever!

Dans la premiere lecture Jérémie offre a I’assemblée rassemblée une legon illustrée par
la nature. Il oppose le chemin du méchant au chemin du juste en comparant un arbuste
o9l rabougri a un arbre bien arrosé. Pour ceux qui s’accrochaient a la volonté de Dieu et

M étaient fideles a I’alliance, la figure de I’arbre fécond offrait un grand espoir. En effet,

4 ceux dont les cceurs sont fermement enracinés dans les voies de Dieu seront capables
de résister a la chaleur, de rester verts, de supporter la sécheresse et de porter encore
des fruits. Tout arbre qui peut plonger ses racines dans I’eau est assuré d’avoir une vie
# belle et une croissance harmonieuse. L’eau dans la bible c¢’est la vie. L’eau est I’image

de la parole de Dieu. Contrairement au buisson ou a I’arbre, les croyants ont le choix de
I’endroit ou ils vont s’enraciner, de qui ils vont croire, comment ils vont se développer. Cela détermine si et quand ils
porteront des fruits. L’enracinement en Dieu fournit une source constante de force et de subsistance.

L’un des points forts de I’évangile de Matthieu est le sermon sur la Montagne de Jésus avec ses huit béatitudes. 11y a
un événement paralléle dans 1’évangile de Luc aujourd’hui, mais c¢’est dans une plaine. Jésus a probablement donné des
messages similaires a plusieurs endroits. La version de Luc décrit quatre bénédictions et quatre malheurs, ou des
déclarations selon lesquelles vous serez malheureux si vous restez attachés a la richesse, etc. Le message est que les
valeurs de ce monde sont le contraire des idéaux chrétiens. Dans le récit des béatitudes, Luc veut nous faire comprendre
que nous ne pouvons pas réussir notre vie sans 1’autre. Tout humain a besoin d’étre reconnu, d’étre aimé. C’est peut-&tre
pour cela que la féte de la St-Valentin, la féte du partage, la féte des déclarations d’amour est célébrée chaque année.
Les béatitudes sont des déclarations. Jésus parle d’un royaume qui est déja 1a : il dit heureux ceux qu’il identifie comme
les premiers bénéficiaires du régne de justice.

De méme, ce ne sont pas des malédictions qu’il adresse aux biens nantis. Il ne s’agit pas pour lui de les menacer, mais
de leur révéler leur malheur. La déclaration de bénédiction n’est pas une exhortation a étre pauvre, avoir faim, etc. Les
pauvres, les affamés et les affligés sont bénis dés maintenant a cause du pouvoir divin de renverser la situation. Ceux
qui sont satisfaits des choses matérielles et temporelles et dont la base de sécurité y est fermement enracinée font fausse
route. Quand leur fortune finira par s’inverser, ils s’apercevront que leur bonheur a été gaspillé. Ils auront utilisé le
chemin de la destruction ; une rue sans issue, un cul-de-sac, la voie de I’égocentrisme et de la promotion de soi aux
dépens des autres, et cela ne meéne nulle part.
