Message from

Dear Sisters and Brothers,
Our Pastor

With 33rd Sunday of Ordinary Time we are coming close to the end of the liturgical
year. Next Sunday with the feast of Christ the King of the Universe we will celebrate not
only the end of the liturgical year, but as well the end of times, when Christ will subject all things to himself by coming
in glory.

In Jesus’ times, Jerusalem was considered to be the City of God, with its temple as the center of the Jewish worship, it
was very courageous for Jesus to foretell the destruction of the temple. And it happened faster than one could think,
in the year 70 after Christ. As the people were praising the beauty of it, boasting of the human achievement, the Lord
spoke of the reality, that was surely to come. So it is with the rest of the Gospel of today, when Jesus speaks about the
necessary things to happen before the end of times. It is very important to hear that part of the Gospel, since it speaks
to all of us about things to expect, things that we will experience in our life. Who of us would imagine to experience
the things that Jesus described in this Gospel, and to see it as a normal thing when it will happen in our lifetime? What
should we think of the wars, man-made and natural disasters, persecutions, etc.? This description of the end of times
has something of nightmares in itself, something that we dread as we hear of it happening somewhere. And yet Jesus
speaks of them inviting us to a great confidence and faith in him.

Is this confusion of our culture and politics a part of that what Jesus is talking about? Probably yes. How many of the
mentioned disasters are happening in the world presently? Too many to ignore! Should we hope for peace and
happiness and ignore what is happening? Or should we contemplate today's Gospel and start preparing ourselves for
the worst scenario possible, as we hear it from Jesus' mouth today? The easiest thing to do would be to say, that it is
said for people from other countries and other continents, and maybe for other times. But the prudent thing would be
to see the reality, that many of those things are happening already even in our own country. The floods, the
earthquakes, the hurricanes, the droughts. "Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom ..." (Matthew
24:7a). Lord what's are you saying? Should we be prepared for the worst? Or should we be refusing to think that it is
possible in our lifetime?

One thing we can do, is we can keep our faith focused on Jesus, so that whatever happens we will be in the right
spot with our hearts, confident that with him we can do all things. As he says: "By your perseverance you will secure
your lives" (Luke 21:19). Which life are you talking about Lord? This one or the next? So many questions, so many
uncertainties. Is Jesus real when he says what he says? Yes, he is true to what he says, he even gives his life for what
he stands and says.

As we look on the world, post-election, let's not be naive that things will take care of themselves. We will all be well,
if we continue to strive to be good Christians and good Catholics, true to God and to our family and to our country, as
it was intended by the founders of our country. Don't give your soul to any party, neither Republican or Democratic,
but make sure that following a party, you get to heaven. That's the goal. Our soul belongs to ourselves and to God.

We have to be aware how dishonest the media are, projecting to the whole world a different reality surrounding the
elections, in order to manipulate everyone into their way. Believe me, | lived in a communist country and | know how
propaganda works. Each government should take care of the citizens of their country. America always helped others,
but America can't promise everything to the whole world. America was always good to the immigrants and I'm sure it
is going to continue to be good. We need more jobs, more business, and then all things will be resolved by people
themselves, without need for government to promise what it can't deliver. Remember, the communist governments
are promising all things to all people, and then they are oppressing everyone because they cannot keep false promises.

33 DOMINGO TIEMPO ORDINARIO

EN ESTE, el penultimo domingo del afio de la Iglesia, solemos reflexionar sobre el fin de los tiempos
y como debemos prepararnos para ese dia en que Dios nos llamara a si mismo. No hay necesidad de vivir con
miedo y ansiedad por el futuro. Mas bien, debemos enfocarnos en el tiempo presente, en el hoy. Pablo,
escribiendo (la Segunda Lectura) a los cristianos de Tesaldnica, en el norte de Grecia, les dice que hagan su
trabajo, que hagan su trabajo y que sean responsables unos de otros.

En este momento de la historia de la Iglesia primitiva (las cartas a los Tesalonicenses son las primeras de las
cartas de Pablo) habia una creencia general de que Jesus iba a regresar en un futuro muy cercano, incluso
durante su propia vida. Como resultado, parece que algunos de los cristianos habian adoptado la nocion de
que, si Jesus viene tan pronto, no vale la pena hacer nada y aparentemente estaban tratando de persuadir a
otros para que fueran como ellos. “Ahora oimos que hay algunos de ustedes que viven en la ociosidad, sin
hacer ningln trabajo, pero interfiriendo con el de los demas”.

Pablo no tiene tiempo para tal actitud. Al contrario, dice: “En el Sefior Jesucristo, mandamos y llamamos a
esta gente a que sigan trabajando tranquilamente y ganandose el pan que comen”. Es un consejo que cada uno
de nosotros deberia seguir.

Para los verdaderos creyentes, Cristo estd siempre presente y en el centro de su vida. Estamos llamados a
buscarlo y encontrarlo en todas las cosas, en cada persona, en cada lugar, en cada experiencia. {Qué mejor
preparacion para el futuro que amar y servir a Jesus en los demés en cada momento de cada dia? Hacer esto es
encontrar en todos los altibajos de nuestra propia vida y del mundo que nos rodea un remanso de paz y
seguridad. “Ven, Sefior Jests, ven, no solo mafiana sino hoy. Ahora."
