FOURTH SUNDAY ORDINARY TIME
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

"We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with
certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness."

This is not a Biblical quotation; this is the second sentence of the Declaration of Independence. The declaration was
made, and the Independence was fought for. Then it continues: “that to secure these rights, governments are instituted
among men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, "

Having that in mind we are aware, that we have life, we have liberty, and what we are seeking is happiness. As we could see
it in the Declaration, the whole U.S. Government was set up for this same purpose, but can government give us happiness?
What is happiness? Does it mean the same thing for all people or different things for different people? What makes your
happiness? What is it, that we expect from life, what is it that we expect from God? What promises life makes us? What
promises God makes us? Life's promises are free, and all that we aspire to accomplish is according to our individual likes.

What’s are God's promises to us we read in the Gospel this Sunday in the Beatitudes: “Blessed are the poor, ...... Blessed
are those who mourn, ......

Blessed are the meek, ....... Blessed are they who hunger and thirst for righteousness, ....... Blessed are the merciful,

....... Blessed are the pure of heart, ......Blessed are the peacemakers, ........Blessed are they who are persecuted for the sake
of righteousness, ...... Blessed are you when they insult you and persecute you and utter every kind of evil against you falsely
because of me. Rejoice and be glad, for your reward will be great in heaven.”

This are God's promises! Do they correspond to your list of expectations? Did your "Happiness " list include any of these
items from Christ's list of Beatitudes? If those expectations of ours don't mix with God's promises we may be talking about
two different things. Are we talking about the same goals and priorities?

Jesus and God want us to be happy with him for all eternity, and we want to be happy here and now! We need to rethink
our priorities and goals for this life if we want to be part of Eternal Happiness in Heaven.

There is nothing wrong to want to be happy here on earth, but we can't expect this happiness to last forever. Forever lasts
only true Love; all other things will pass away as St Paul reminds us. Some people want their happiness in this life to last as
long as they want, when they want it, and the way they want it. And that is definitely not humble for someone who "merely
is a breath", who can stop living any moment, any day, any time. Our lives are not in our hands, nor is its length, nor content.
We are given opportunity to show ourselves worthy of the gift of eternal happiness of being with God. We show that
worthiness by making the best of our lives, by loving God and our neighbor as ourselves in all circumstances, good and bad.

If we love God only in good circumstances, we are selfish and unrealistic, because this life has both: good and bad. And
life gives us the opportunity to use our life and liberty to gain an everlasting happiness. Who doesn't see it, is blinded and
has no faith in God, and thinks only in human and earthly terms. But let us remember, that life on earth existed long before
we were born and will exist long after we are gone.

So, let's be grateful and humble about it. Let's make sure, that we do good because we believe and love God and
neighbor, and not just for selfish reason of getting all happiness for ourselves now. Nobody gets all happiness now, and
nobody gets it for their whole life on earth; so please don't demand it for yourself to be the first. Those who want to be first
will be last, and those who are last, will be the first. Loving God even in difficult circumstances, shows that we understood
and appreciate what Jesus did for us in his life on earth, and that we believe in eternal life that he revealed. Jesus, please
give us some happiness now in this life, and all happiness in eternity with You.

Si esas expectativas nuestras no se mezclan con las promesas de Dios,
podemos estar hablando de dos cosas diferentes. é Estamos hablando de los mismos objetivos y prioridades?

Jesus y Dios quieren que seamos felices con él por toda la eternidad, iy queremos ser felices aqui y ahora! Necesitamos
repensar nuestras prioridades y metas para esta vida si queremos ser parte de la Felicidad Eterna en el Cielo.

No hay nada de malo en querer ser feliz aqui en la tierra, pero no podemos esperar que esta felicidad dure para siempre.

Fuentes de la verdadera felicidad.

Cada Bienaventuranza comienza con la palabra
"Bienaventurados"
(Felices, benditos, dichosos).

Las Bienaventuranzas deben entenderse en el contexto del Reino. El Reino, como deciamos un
domingo anterior, no es un lugar. Es ese complejo de relaciones que existe entre Dios y
aquellos que lo han aceptado totalmente como Sefior y guia de sus vidas y que comparten la
vision de Dios de lo que es la vida. Entonces, en el Reino no son los ricos, los exitosos y los
poderosos los que son realmente felices y afortunados, sino los mansos y humildes.
Claramente, esa no es la forma convencional de pensar para muchos en nuestro mundo. Y por
eso para entrar en el Reino se requiere metanoia, un cambio radical en la forma de ver la vida
ysus  valores.

Las Bienaventuranzas tienen una calidad y profundidad que va mucho mas alla de los simples
requisitos ~ morales de los Diez Mandamientos. Requieren una relacion muy especial con
Dios y con las personas que nos rodean. Implican no solo una observancia personal de algunas
reglas éticas, sino una profunda preocupacion por participar en la construccion del mundo en
que vivimos, ayudando a que sea un lugar de verdad, amor, compasion, justicia, libertad y paz.
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4eme Dimanche du Temp Ordinaire .A
Réjouissez-vous et soyez dans 1’allégresse

Le sermon sur la montagne (Matthieu ch. 5-6-7) s’ouvre avec les béatitudes. Il est intéressant de constater que ce
programme de vie, proposé aux filles et aux fils du Royaume de Dieu, ne commence pas par une série
d’obligations : «vous devez faire ceci, vous devez faire cela...» mais par la répétition joyeuse du «heureux
étes-vous!». Le Christ lance un vibrant appel au bonheur, un appel a la joie. La vocation des chrétiens, c’est de
rechercher le bonheur

Jésus parle du bonheur en termes d’amour pour les autres. C’est cela qui caractérise aussi bien les Béatitudes que
le Jugement dernier (Matthieu 25 : J’avais faim et vous m’avez donné a manger; j’avais soif... j’étais nu... j’étais
malade...).

Jésus est la clé de compréhension des béatitudes. Il est celui qui n’arrache pas le roseau écrasé, il n’éteint pas la
meche qui vacille (Matthieu 12, 20). Il s’offre en exemple : «Apprenez de moi qui suis doux et humble de
coeur» (Matthieu 11, 29).

L’évangile des Béatitudes nous présente Jésus entouré d’une foule de malades, d’infirmes, de gens qui souffrent.
«A la vue des foules, il fut saisi de pitié, car ces gens étaient prostrés, écrasés, comme des brebis qui n’ont pas de
berger». (Matthieu 9, 36

Jésus s’identifie a ceux et celles qui souffrent. Il ira jusqu’a dire: «Ce que vous avez fait a I’un de ces petits...
c’est 2 moi que vous I’avez faity. (Matthieu, 25,40)

Dans le Sermon sur la Montagne, Jésus est le nouveau Moise venu refaire I’unité du Peuple de Dieu. 1l
promulgue la loi du Royaume et invite ses auditeurs a changer leur vie, a se convertir, a voir les choses d’une
maniére différente.

Le Christ nous invite aujourd’hui a nous convertir et a changer le monde une action a la fois : «Heureux les
artisans de paix; ils seront appelés filles et fils de Dieu.»

Nuestra Sefiora de Suyapa, también llamada
Nuestra Sefiora de la Concepcidn de Suyapa, es la Patrona de Honduras

La historia de la Virgen de Suyapa comenzé un sabado de febrero de 1747. Se cuenta que un campesino de la
zona, Alejandro Colindres, regresaba al pueblo de Suyapa después de un largo dia de recoleccién de maiz. Al
caer la noche, decidié pasar la noche cerca de un barranco a medio camino de Suyapa. Cuando se acosté en
el suelo, sintié un objeto duro, tal vez una piedra, debajo de él y lo arrojé lejos. Sin embargo, al volver a
acostarse, descubrid que el objeto habia regresado. Coloco el objeto en su bolsa y descubrid, por la mafiana,
que el objeto que le habia devuelto no era una piedra, sino una pequefia imagen tallada de Nuestra Sefiora.

El primer santuario de Nuestra Sefiora de Suyapa fue bendecido en 1780. En 1796 ocurrié el primer milagro
notable atestiguado. Nuestra Sefora de Suyapa fue declarada Patrona de Honduras por el Papa Pio Xl en
1925, y su fiesta se fijé para el 3 de febrero.

Our Lady of Suyapa, also called Our Lady of the Conception of Suyapa, is the Patroness of Honduras

The story of our Lady of Suyapa began on a Saturday in February of 1747. It is told that a local peasant,
Alejandro Colindres, was on his way back to the village of Suyapa after a long day of gathering corn. As night
fell, he decided to spend the night near a ravine about halfway to Suyapa. When he laid down on the ground,
he felt a hard object, perhaps a stone, under him and tossed it far away. Upon lying down again, however, he
found that the object had returned. He placed the object into his bag and discovered, in the morning, that the
object that had returned to him was not a stone, but rather a small carved image of Our Lady.

The first shrine of our Lady of Suyapa was blessed in 1780. In 1796, the first notable attested miracle
occurred. Our Lady of Suyapa was declared the Patroness of Honduras by Pope Pius XI in 1925, and her feast
day was set as February 3rd.
