A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — The Baptism of the Lord

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Today, we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, marking the conclusion of the Christmas
season. This significant event in Jesus life is recorded in the Gospel of Luke: “After all the people had
been baptized and Jesus also had been baptized and was praying, heaven was opened, and the Holy
Spirit descended upon him in boclilg form like a dove. And a voice came from heaven, You are my

beloved Son; with youlam well pleased’” (Luke 3:21-22).

Jesus’ baptism signifies the commencement of His public ministry, a mission to bring salvation to all
humanity. By entering the waters of the Jordan, He identified with sinners, foreshadowing His ultimate
act of love on the cross. The descent of the Holy Spirit and the Father's proclamation reveal the Holy
Trinity and affirm Jesus divine sonship.

Reflecting on this event invites us to consider our own baptism. Through baptism, we are cleansed of
original sin, become members of the Church, and are incorporated into the mystical body of Christ. We,
too, receive the Holy Spirit and are called beloved children of God. This sacrament initiates our lifelong
journey of faith, calling us to live in holiness and to participate in Chyist’s mission. We are God's children
and God is Our Father as Jesus himself teaches us the prayer and the truth of our relationship to God
and to himself. Jesus reveals to us how close and personal we are to God and to each other. Our Baptism
is Christ's gift to us that gives us back the full communion with God, after it was lost by Adam and Eve. It
is a privilege, but it is also an obligation to remain in this full relationship with God the Father as it was
for Christ. His example of life and mission should become our model to follow. Are we reaclg for it? Or is
this too difficult to accept and to follow? Or will we answer like Apostle Peter did to Jesus by saying:
“Lord where shall we 80? You have the words of eternal life” (John 6:68). The heaven is open for us and
we are given the grace to reclaim it through Jesus Christ.

As Pope St. John Paul Il explained, “On the day of our Baptism.. we were anointed with the Oil of
Catechumens, the sign of Christ’s gentle strength, to fight against evil. Blessed water was poured over us,
an effective sign of interior purification through the gift of the Holy Spirit.” We are given the fullness of
sacramental life for our nourishment and mission of knowing, loving and praising God now and forever in
heaven. And so today is an opportunity to renew our baptismal promises, to reject sin, and to profess our
faith in God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Let us ask the Lord to strengthen us in our commitment to
live as His faithful children and disciples, bearing witness to the Gospel through lives of love, mercy, and
service. May we grow daily in intimacy with God through prayer, meditative reading of His Word,
participation in the Holy Mass, and frequent reception of the sacraments. Let us be mindtul of our call to
be a light for the nations, bringing the hope and love of Christ to a world in need.

As we conclude the Christmas season, let us carry forward the joy of Christ’s birth and the grace of our
baptism into the ordinary moments of our lives, transforming them into extraordinary encounter and
communion with God’s love. God bless everyone alwag sl
