Message from the Our Pastor— 19th Sunday Ordinary Time 

1st. Reading:  Wisdom 18:6-9     2nd. Reading: Hebrews 11:1-2,8-19 or 11:1-2,8-12   Gospel: Luke 12:32-48 or12:35-40 

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

This Sunday’s Gospel (Luke 12:32–48) brings us face-to-face with one of Jesus’ 
most persistent messages: be watchful, be ready, live in trust. “Do not be afraid,   
little flock,” He says, “for your Father is pleased to give you the Kingdom.” These 
words are both comforting and challenging. 

Jesus calls His disciples to a life of readiness and faithful service—like servants 
who wait for their master’s return. This readiness isn’t about fear or anxiety, but 
hopeful anticipation. It’s the kind of watchfulness that flows from love: a heart so in 
tune with Christ that it looks for Him in the ordinary moments of life. 

In our fast-paced world, it’s easy to become distracted or complacent. Yet Jesus reminds us that what we 
do with our time, talents, and resources matters deeply. We are stewards of what we’ve been given, not 
owners. Whether it’s our family, our work, our parish, or the needs of those around us—we are called to 
serve faithfully, even when no one is watching because Jesus is always there with us.  

The Gospel ends with a line that strikes at the heart: “Much will be required of the person entrusted with 
much.” These words aren’t meant to burden us but to awaken us. God has blessed each of us uniquely—
not just for ourselves, but so we might be a blessing to others. We want to be always ready for a good 
work, responding to the possibilities given to us by the Lord, trusting in his merciful love. Let us live each 
day with the quiet readiness of faith, trusting that God’s Kingdom is near and that, by His grace, we may 
be found faithful stewards when the Master returns. 

I am very happy for our youth and young adults who went on pilgrimage to Rome, may the experience of 
the faith at that encounter, be the inspiration for them to serve as witnesses of Jesus’s amazing message. 
May all the pilgrims be safe in their travels, may all who enjoy vacation find god’s presence in nature and 
in the company of others. May those who seek Jesus love, find him in the Breaking of the Bread and in the 
loving presence of others. God bless everyone always!!!

MENSAJE  DE NUESTRO PA  STOR—  XIX Domingo Tiempo  Ordinario 

Queridas hermanas y queridos hermanos: 

El Evangelio de este domingo (Lucas 12,32–48) nos pone cara a cara con uno de 
los mensajes más        persistentes de Jesús: estén atentos, estén preparados, vivan 
con confianza. “No temas, pequeño rebaño”, dice Él, “porque el Padre de ustedes 
ha querido darles el Reino”. Estas palabras son a la vez reconfortantes y       
desafiantes. 

Jesús llama a sus discípulos a una vida de disponibilidad y servicio fiel, como los 
sirvientes que esperan el regreso de su señor. Esta preparación no nace del miedo 
o la ansiedad, sino de una esperanza  vigilante. Es una vigilancia que fluye del amor: un corazón tan en
sintonía con Cristo que lo busca en los momentos ordinarios de la vida. 

En nuestro mundo acelerado, es fácil distraerse o volverse complacientes. Pero Jesús nos recuerda que lo 
que hacemos con nuestro tiempo, nuestros talentos y nuestros recursos tiene un profundo valor. Somos 
administradores de lo que se nos ha dado, no propietarios. Ya sea nuestra familia, nuestro trabajo,      
nuestra parroquia, o las necesidades de quienes nos rodean, estamos llamados a servir con fidelidad,    
incluso cuando nadie nos ve, porque Jesús siempre está con nosotros. 

El Evangelio concluye con una frase que toca el corazón: “A quien se le dio mucho, se le exigirá mucho”. 
Estas palabras no pretenden agobiarnos, sino despertarnos. Dios ha bendecido a cada uno de manera 
única, no solo para nuestro beneficio, sino para que podamos ser una bendición para los demás.       
Queremos estar siempre listos para toda buena obra, respondiendo a las posibilidades que el Señor nos 
da, confiando en su amor misericordioso. Vivamos cada día con la discreta disponibilidad de la fe,      
confiando en que el Reino de Dios está cerca y que, por su gracia, podamos ser hallados siervos fieles 
cuando regrese el Señor.  

Estoy muy feliz por nuestros jóvenes y adultos jóvenes que fueron en peregrinación a Roma. Que la     
experiencia de fe en ese encuentro sea una inspiración para que ellos sirvan como testigos del       
maravilloso mensaje de Jesús. Que todos los peregrinos tengan un viaje seguro, que quienes disfrutan de 
sus vacaciones encuentren la presencia de Dios en la naturaleza y en la compañía de otros, y que       
quienes buscan el amor de Jesús lo encuentren en la Fracción del Pan y en la presencia amorosa del  
prójimo.
