A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — 32nd Sunday Ordinary Time

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

In today 's readings, we see two powerful examples of generosity and self-giving: a poor widow from Zarephath
and another poor widow in the temple in Jerusalem. These two women give us a deep lesson about what it means
to truly give, to trust, and to have faith in God’s providence.

Our first reading from the Book of Kings tells us about the prophet Elij ah and a poor widow who, during a time
of severe drought and famine, only had a handful of flour and a little oil. Elijah, sent by God, asked her for a drink
and a piece of bread. Imagine her situation: she’s preparing what she thinks will be the last meal for herself and
her son. Yet, despite her desperate circumstances, she listens to Elijah and trusts in his promise: "The jar of flour
shall not §o empty, nor the jug of oil run dry." Her act of generosity comes at great personal risk. She could have
casily chosen to keep what little she had left. But she chose to share, believing in God's promise. And God
rewarded her faith, providing for her and her son through the famine. Her story reminds us that true generosity
requires us to step out in faith, to give even when we feel we have nothing to spare, trusting that God will take
care of us.

In the Gospel reading from Mark, we see another widow. She quietly enters the temple and drops two small
coins into the collection box — all that she has. Jesus notices her humble act and contrasts her offering with that of
the rich people who give large sums but out of their excess. She, on the other hand, gives from her poverty. Jesus
tells His disciples, “Trulg, [ tell you, this poor widow has put in more than all those who are contributing to the
treasury. For they all contributed out of their abundance; but she out of her poverty has put in everything she
had, all she had tolive on.

This widow's gift is not about the amount; it's about the heart behind it. She doesn't give what is comfortable, or
what is leftover. She gives everything, placing her whole life in God’s hands. Her sacrifice reflects a complete
trust in God, a willingness to depend on Him for her survival. She teaches us that true giving is not about
guantity, but about the quality of our heart and our trust in God.

In the second reading from Hebrews, we re reminded that Jesus Christ Himself is the ultimate example of
self-giving. He did not enter a temple made by human hands; rather, He entered heaven itself and offered His
life once for all. His sacrifice on the cross was the complete gift of Himself for our salvation. Jesus didn't just givea
part of Himself; He gave all, holding nothing back, because of His love for us.

Like the two widows, Jesus invites us to give ourselves fully to God, to trust that He will provide, and to
understand that our lives are most meaningful when we are able to give from the heart. What Does this mean for
us believers? As Christians, we are called to examine our own hearts and reflect on how we give. Do we give from
our abundance, or are we willing to make sacrifices? Are we generous only when it's convenient, or are we
willing to trust God enough to give even when it might cost us?

True generosity does not come from having an abundance of resources, but from an abundance of love and
faith. God isn't asking us to give what we don't have; He's asking us to give from what we do have, with a spirit of
trust and love. Perhaps we don't always feel financially secure, or we don't feel we have much to give. But God
can take our ‘little” and make it much. When we give from the heart, we open ourselves up to His grace, and we
allow His blessings to flow in ways we could never anticipate.

Today, let'sbe inspired by these two widows and by J esus sacrifice for us. Let’s strive to give with a heart full of
trust, knowing that God sees what is hidden, values our smallest acts of generosity, and is never outdone in
generosity. May we, like the widow in the Gospel, find the courage to give our “all” to God, knowing that He will
care for us and bless us in ways beyond our understanding. God bless everyone always!!

Quericlos Hermanos y Hermanas,

En laslecturas de hoy, vemos dos poderosos ejemplos de generosidad y entrega: una viuda pobre de Sarepta y
otra viuda pobre en el templo de Jerusalén. Estas dos mujeres nos dan una profunda leccién sobre lo que
signi{ica realmente dar, confiar y tener feenla proviclencia de Dios.

Nuestra primera lectura del Libro de los Reyes nos habla del profeta Elias y de una viuda pobre gue,
durante un tiempo de sequia y hambre severa, solo tenia un pufiado de harina y un poco de aceite. Elias,
enviado por Dios, le picle aguayun peclazo de pan. Imaginemos su situacion: esta preparanclo lo gue cree sera la
ultima comida para ella ysu hij 0.Sin eml)argo, a pesar de sus desesperadas circunstancias, escucha a Elias y
confia en su promesa: La tinaja de harina no se agotara, ni se acabara el aceite de la vasija". Su acto de
8enerosidad implica un gran riesgo personal. Podria haber elegido facilmente conservar lo poco gue le
queda]oa. Pero eligié compartir, cregendo enla promesa de Dios. Y Dios recompenso su fe, provey endo para ella
ysu hijo durante la hambruna. Su historia nos recuerda que la verdadera 8enerosidad nos exige darun paso de
fe, dar incluso cuando sentimos que no tenemos nada de sobra, confiando en gue Dios cuidara de nosotros.

En la lectura del Evangelio segtin San Marcos, vemos a otra viuda. Ella entra en silencio al templo y
deposita dos pequefias monedas en la caja de ofrendas, todo lo que tenia. Jestis nota su humilde actoy
contrasta su ofrenda con la de los ricos que dan grandes sumas pero de su abundancia. Flla, en cambio, da desde
su pol)reza. Jestsles dice a sus cliscipulos: “En verdad les cligo que esta viuda po]ore ha dado mas qgue todos los
gue estan echando dinero en el tesoro. Porque todos dieron de lo que les sobraba; pero ella, en su pobreza, dio
todo lo que tenia, todo lo que tenia para vivir .

El don de esta viuda no tiene que ver con la cantidad; se trata del corazén que esté detras de él. Ellano da lo
gue es cémodo, ni lo gue le sobra. Ella da todo, ponienclo toda su vida en manos de Dios. Su sacrificio reﬂeja
una confianza completa en Dios, una disposicién a clepencler de El para su subsistencia. Nos ensefia gue el
verdadero dar no se trata de la cantidad, sino de la calidad de nuestro corazén y nuestra confianza en Dios.

Enlasegundalectura dela Carta a los Hebreos, recordamos gue Jesucristo es el maximo ejemplo de
entrega. Fl no entré en un templo hecho por manos humanas; mas bien, entré en el cielo mismo y ofrecié su vida
una vez poy todas. Su sacrificio en la cruz fue el don completo de si mismo para nuestra salvacion. Jests no dio
solo una parte de st mismo; lo dio todo, sin reservas, Jpor amor a nosotros.

Al igual que las dos viudas, Jestis nos invita a entregarnos completamente a Dios, a confiar en que Fl
proveerd,y a entender gue nuestras vidas tienen mayor significaclo cuando poclemos dar desde el corazén. éQué
significa esto para nosotros como creyentes? Como cristianos, estamos llamados a examinar nuestros
propios corazones y reflexionar sobre cémo damos. 6Damos de nuestra abundancia, o estamos dispuestos a hacer
sacrificios? éSomos generosos solo cuando es conveniente, o estamos clispuestos a confiar en Dios lo suficiente
como para dar incluso cuando nos cuesta?

Laverdadera 8enerosidad no proviene de tener abundancia de recursos, sino de tener abundancia de amor y
fe. Dios no nos pide que demos lo que no tenemos; nos pide gue demos de lo gue tenemos, conun ~ espiritu de
confianza y amor. Quizés no siempre nos sintamos financieramente seguros, o quizas sintamos que no tenemos
mucho para dar. Pero Dios puede tomar nuestro “poco” y convertirlo en mucho. Cuando damos desde el corazén,
nos abrimos a su gracia y permitimos que sus bendiciones ﬂug an de maneras gue nunca poclriamos anticipar.

Hoq, inspirémonos en estas dos viudas yen el sacrificio de Jesus por nosotros. Esforcémonos por dar con un
corazén lleno de confianza, sabiendo que Dios ve lo que estd oculto, valora nuestros actos mas pequefios de
8enerosic1ad, y nunca se deja ganar en 8enerosic1ac1. Que, como la viuda del Evangelio, encontremos el valor
para dar nuestro "todo" a Dios, sabiendo que Fl cuidara de nosotros y nos bendecirad de maneras mas alla de

nuestra comprension. iDios laencliga a todos siempre!

La viuda, a pesar de su pobreza, da todo lo que
tiene, mostrando una confianza total en Dios y una entrega sincera.

En nuestra vida cotidiana, es facil dejarnos llevar por la idea de que lo que contamos, en términos de éxito o
riqueza, define nuestro valor. Sin embargo, Jesus nos ensefia que el verdadero valor radica en la intencion y el
sacrificio detrds de nuestras acciones. Cada uno de nosotros esta llamado a dar de lo que somos, ya sea
tiempo, talento o recursos, y lo mas importante, hacerlo con amor y entrega.

Hoy, reflexionemos sobre como estamos compartiendo lo que tenemos con los demas. Preguntémonos:
¢damos solo lo que nos sobra o estamos dispuestos a ofrecer de nuestro corazon? Que esta reflexion nos
impulse a ser mas generosos Yy a reconocer gque cada pequefio acto de amor cuenta en el reino de Dios.

Apparence et réalité

Le Christ accuse les scribes de se pavaner devant tout le monde et de rechercher les
honneurs : «ils aiment sortir en robes solennelles et recherchent les salutations sur les
places publiques, les premiers rangs dans les synagogues et les premieres places dans les
banquets...»

Ce désir de prestige et de reconnaissance publique contrastait de fagon significative avec
ce que le Christ demandait a ses disciples : «Que celui qui veut étre le premier parmi vous
se fasse le serviteur de tous.»

Jésus lui-méme «enseignait avec autorité», nous dit 'évangile, mais il n’avait pas besoin de
longues robes et de vétements luxueux pour faire reconnaitre sa compétence.

Le Christ s’adresse donc ce matin, non seulement aux chrétiens de Rome, pour qui Marc
écrit son évangile, mais a I'Eglise de tous les temps.

La vanité se manifeste dans les vétements, dans le désir d’avoir la plus belle voiture, la
maison la plus riche, dans la recherche de privileges et de passe-droits, dans le désir de
recevoir des titres.

Le Christ nous invite aujourd’hui a la cohérence. Ce n’est pas tout de nous dire chrétiens, il
faut savoir vivre en disciples du Christ. Il nous invite au service : «Vous savez que ceux
qu’on regarde comme les chefs des nations dominent sur elles en maitres et que les grands
leur font sentir leur pouvoir. Il ne doit pas en étre ainsi parmi vous : au contraire, celui qui
voudra devenir grand parmi vous, sera votre serviteur, et celui qui voudra étre le premier
parmi vous, sera I'esclave de tous. Aussi bien, le Fils de ’'homme lui-méme n’est pas venu
pour étre servi, mais pour servir et donner sa vie en rangon pour une multitude.» (Marc 10,
42-45)

Soyons vrais, soyons simples, accueillants, ouverts aux autres, généreux avec notre temps,
nos talents. Ce ne sont pas les longues robes, les vétements de grands couturiers, les titres
honorifiques qui comptent. Plus nous serons semblable au Christ, plus nous serons
transparents, cohérents et vrais.
