Message from the Our Pastor — Fifth Sunday of Lent

Dear Sisters and Byothers,

Aswe draw closer to Holy Week, today 's Gospel presents us with one of the most moving encounters of
Jesus  ministry: the story of the woman caught in adultery. This passage reveals not only the depth of
God's mercy but also the call for personal transformation.

We live in a world where judgment and condemnation come easily. How often do we point a finger at
others while overlooking our own faults? Jesus, however, invites us to look at sin and sinners
differently—not with condemnation but with love and the hope of redemption. The scene in today 's
Gospel is tense. The scribes and Pharisees bring before Jesus a woman caught in adultery, reminding
Him that the Law of Moses commands that such a woman be stoned. But their real intention is not to seek
justice—they are trying to trap Jesus. If He says “Let her 80,” they will accuse Him of ignoring the Law. If
He says “Stone her,” they will question His message of mercy.

Jesus, however, responcls with divine wisdom. Rather than arguing, He bends down and writes on the
ground. We don't know what He wrote, but His silence speaks volumes. Then He says the unforgettable
words: Let the one among you who is without sin be the first to throw a stone at her” (John 87).One by
one, they walk away, beginning with the elders. When the accusers are gone, Jesus turns to the woman.
“Has no one condemned gou?” She answers, “No one, sit.. And then Jesus tells her, “Neither do I condemn
you. Go, and from now on do not sin any more (John 8:11). This is the heart of God’s mercy: Jesus does not
approve of her sin, but He does not condemn her either. He gives her a second chance, calling her to a
new way of life. He restores her dignity, treating her as a person, not an object of scorn.

Jesus does the same with us. No matter how far we have fallen, He is always ready to forgive. But His
mercy is not permission to continue in sin—it is an invitation to conversion and a renewed life.

The first reading from [saiah reminds us that God is always doing something new in our lives. He
makes a way in the wilderness and rivers in the desert. The past does not define us when we turn to God.

St. Paul, in the second reading, expresses his desire to leave behind all worldly things to gain Christ.
He says, “Forgetting what lies behind but straining forward to what lies ahead, I continue my pursuit
toward the 8oal” (Philippians 315-14). This is the call of Lent: to let go of our old selves and embrace the
new life Christ offers.

This Gospel chaﬂenges us in two ways:

To seek God's mercy in our own lives. No sin is too great for God’s forgiveness. Have we sought
reconciliation in confession? Are we willing to leave sin behind and follow Christ? To show mercy to
others. Like the Pharisees, we are often quick to judge. Do we condemn others while ignoring our own
{ailings? Ordo we, like J esus, offer love, encouragement, and hope for change?

Aswe prepare for Holq Week, let us ask ourselves: Are we living in that mercq? And more im-
portantly, are we sharing that mercy with others?

The woman in today 's Gospel entered the scene in shame and fear, expecting condemnation. She left
with dignity restored, sins forgiven, and a new path ahead. This is what Jesus offers each of us. Aswe
approach the Sacrament of Reconciliation, as we prepare for the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of
Jesus, let us trust in His mercy. Let us also extend that mercy to others, remembering: “Neitherdol
condemn you. Go, and sin no more.” God bless everyone alwaysl!

Vivimos en un
mundo donde el juicio y la condena son faciles. §Cuantas veces sefialamos con el dedo a los demds mientras
pasamos por alto nuestras propias fallas? Jests, sin embargo, nos invita a mirar el pecado ya los pecaclores de
manera di{erente, no con conclena, sino con amor y la esperanza de la redencién.

La escena en el Evangelio de hog es tensa. Los escribas y fariseos traen ante Jestis a una mujey sorprendida
en adulterio, recordandole que la Ley de Moisés orcl’ena gue sea apedreada.

J esus, sin em]oargo, responde con sabiduria divina. En lugar de discutir, se inclina y escribe en el suelo. No
sabemos gué escribid, pero su silencio dice mucho. Luego pronuncia estas inolvidables palabras: “El gue esté sin
pecaclo, gue tire la primera piedra” (J uan 8:7). Uno POrY uno, comienzan a marcharse, empezando Jpor los mas
ancianos. Cuando los acusadores se han ido, Jests se clirige ala muj er: éNadie te ha condenado?” Flla responde:
“Naclie, Sefior.” Entonces Jesiis le dice: “Tampoco yote condeno. Vete, yen adelante no pegues més (J uan 8:11).

Este es el corazén de la misericordia de Dios:
Jests no apruel)a su pecado, pero tampoco la condena.

Le da una segunda oportunidad, llamandola a una nueva vida. Restaura su dignidad, tratdndola como una
persona y no como un ol)j etode desprecio. Jestis hace lo mismo con nosotros. No importa cuan lejos hag amos
caido, El siempre esta listo para perclonar. Pero su misericordia no es un permiso para seguir pecando, sino una
invitacién a la conversién y a una vida renovada.

La primera lectura del profeta [saias nos recuerda que Dios siempre esta haciendo algo nuevo en nuestras
vidas. El abre caminos en el desierto y rios en la tierra arida. Nuestro pasado no nos define cuando nos volvemos
a Dios.

San Pablo, en la segunda lectura, expresa su deseo de dejar atras todo lo mundano para ganar a Cristo. Fl
dice: “Olvidandolo gue gueda atras y lanzandome hacia lo que esta por delante, sigo adelante hacia la
meta” (Filipenses 3:15~14).
